High Lexile Scores are associated with greater reading comprehension, which leads to better 

performance in school and on standardized tests.  The students are challenged every summer to 

read books above their measured Lexile Level (obtained in the Spring with the annual achievement 

testing).  1st through 3rd graders were challenged to read 8 books, 4th through 6th graders were to 

read 5 books, and the 7th—12th graders were to read 3 books, all of which should be at  5—50 

points above their Lexile level. 

Those who successfully completed the Lexile Summer Reading Challenge are as follows, and they 

will enjoy an ice cream party on Friday afternoon, 9/1.
